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early 1800s - Revolutionary soldier Lieutenant Abraham Osborn establishes a family burial ground on his farm

- 21 known burials took place in the burial ground between 1822 and 1868

- A field trip to the burial ground by the Union Landing Historical Society (ULHS)  in April 2000 established the dismal condition of the site

- John Belding organized and led the effort to restore the Osborn burial grounds

- The ULHS immediately drafted a Restoration Proposal for handling the proposed restoration project

- The ULHS completed a final Restoration Proposal and forwarded to Mayor Tucker Nicol and Borough Administrator Tom Nolan

- The Borough was in full agreement with the proposal and volunteered to assist in the restoration

- The burial grounds restoration project, led by John Belding, commenced during June 2000
- By October 2000, restoration of the grave stones was essentially complete
- December 2000, the fencing around the grave site was installed
- April/May 2001, Eagle Scout Dave Imperato and fellow Scouts begin program to build the grave site path
- May 2001 final restoration activities are completed

- Grand ribbon cutting ceremony was held on May 26, 2001
